Who Investigates Whom? Or Which Party Controls The All-Important 
Investigative And Intelligence Committees? 
Winning control of the House or the Senate will give the Democrats control of the 
committees and subpoena power, meaning they can even more aggressively 
investigate Team Trump for “Russian collusion” and open even more investigations.
